
Weekly meetings are held at Trinity United Methodist Church on Mondays from 
7:00 pm to 8:30 pm.  Meetings start promptly at 7:00 pm, Scouts are expected to 
arrive prior to the meeting start time.  Regular Troop meetings are usually held the 
first  3  Mondays  of  each  month.   The last  Monday is  reserved  for  the  PLC/TLC 
meeting  (Patrol  Leaders  Council  /  Troop Leader  Committee).   Only  boy  leaders 
(Scouts  in leadership positions)  are required to attend the PLC meeting.   Adult 
leaders and all parents are encouraged to attend the TLC meeting.

Note:   Due  to  numerous  school  functions,  holidays,  etc.,  meetings  are  occasionally 
changed.  Please regularly check the calendar page of the Troop web site for changes in 
meeting dates and / or times.

What to bring to meetings - Scouts should always wear the appropriate uniform 
and bring their BSA Scout Handbook, a note book or note pad, pencil and / or a 
pen.  And anything else they were asked to bring.  It is also a Scout’s responsibility 
to keep their parents or guardian’s informed.

Information sources available are Troop meetings, Troop emails, and the Troop 
web site.  The main source of information is the weekly Troop meeting.  Meetings 
are where you can get the most current information on what is happening in the 
Troop.  The Troop web site is a good sorce of information also and is kept as current 
as possible.

Monthly activities are usually Troop campouts.  The Troop camps every month 
and most campouts are two nights.   Many, but not all,  of  these events include 
hiking, fishing, swimming, service projects, camporees, and the learning of Scout 
skills.  The main source of information and detail for these events are the Troop 
meetings.
